SAFETY OFFICERSMESSAGE
Your “Rights’ Asa Buddy Diver

Rather than pointing out the well-known benefits of
buddy diving, or starting a discussion about solo versus
buddy diving,

I’d like to take this opportunity to point out a few of the
responsibilities as well as “rights’ of abuddy diver. But
first abrief disclaimer... By no meansisthislist intended to
be construed as being instructions. This article was written
by arecreational diver, not an instructor. For actual
instructions, please seek out the help of a professional dive
instructor!

With that said, | am sure that we' ve all found ourselvesin
situations when we got paired up to dive with someone other
that our usual dive buddy. Alwaysremember that you do
not have to agree to dive with someone you are not
comfortable diving with, no matter what the reason! But
let’ s assume that you’ ve agreed on your proposed buddy.

In any case, thorough pre-dive communication is absolute
key and paramount to everyone's safety. First, you should
ascertain each other’s skill and comfort level. How many
dives has your partner completed and in what type of
conditions? What istheir certification level? Are they
familiar with the proposed dive site? Arethey physicaly fit
or do they need specific help or accommodations? These
types of questions should help you decide on the type of
dive you might want to plan for. With a newer diver you
may wish to choose a shallower/safer profile. The same
goes for someone that may be more experienced, but is
trying out new equipment such as a dry suit, camera, or
spear gun for the first time. Y ou need to consider task
loading and what that might mean for not only your dive
buddy, but also for them being able to watch out for you.

Ok, so now that you have gotten a sense of each others
abilities, decided on a profile, and on who will lead the dive,
you need to next familiarize yourselves with each others
dive gear. Thisseems so obvious, but could you imagine
running out of air, only then to realize that your dive buddy
doesn’t have an octopus setup? How about weight belt
versus integrated weights? Or back plate versus jacket-style
BC.? In apotentia emergency you may not have the time to
“explore” each others' gear. How about ‘air’? You were
planning adive to 120' only to find out that your 220# dive
buddy was planning on using a 72cf tank. Maybe a
shallower diveisin order?

Anyway, the last thing you should discuss before getting
suited up are emergency procedures, incl. what to do, if you
get separated, one of you gets cold, or one of you starts
getting low on air. Y our procedures need to match your
proposed profile. On adeeper or more challenging dive,
additional conservancy and possibly extra redundancy
should be planned for. Regardless, with an unfamiliar dive
buddy, you should pay more attention to each other than you
might with someone you'’ ve dove dozens or even hundreds
of times before.

Lastly, and thisisthe NUMBER 1 RULE of any dive
team — either team member has the right to call the dive
before or during the dive — no questions asked! The reasons
as to why someone may want to call a dive before or during
the dive are too numerous to list, incl. reasons of personal



comfort, safety, emergency, etc., but “pressuring” your dive buddy
in any way to either go dive or to continue the dive when they’d
prefer to call it, is not only un-cool, but it is downright dangerous,
putting both of you at high risk henceforth.

With all that said, always watch out for your dive buddy,
familiar or not. Who knows? Y ou may be making a new friend.
